[Hints : I am very much shocked to see that the attacks and harassment towards women
are on its peak — we have to consider women as the better halves of the society — They
have the equal rights as men have — Dowry system is another curse — Any money or
wealth given to the boy at the time of marriage should be abolished — Dowry makes a
lot of problems in many families — The family of the boy always harasses the girl to get

more dowry — Love, not dowry, should be the base of family.]
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
